MARIA INEZ ORTIZ MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP FUND
This scholarship is awarded to a student who has demonstrated academic excellence, a passion for learning, has a breadth of interest and the desire to care for others, all of which characterized the late CPT Maria Inez Ortiz in her short but influential life. 

1. PURPOSE:  The purpose of the Fund is to honor the life of CAPTAIN MARIA INEZ ORTIZ by providing scholarship(s) for residents of Harford County, Maryland who intend to pursue a baccalaureate degree in nursing. 

2. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA: Applicants must meet the following criteria:
1. Residents of Harford County, Maryland who are full-time students with sophomore or junior class designation at a college or university OR who are high school seniors;
2. A minimum, cumulative GPA of 2.8 on a four point scale; 

3. Enrolled in or accepted to a college or university; and

4. Intend to participate in a nursing program leading to a baccalaureate degree. 

A recipient maintaining a grade point average of least 2.8 each semester and enrolled in a nursing may apply for continuing support by completing an application.
3. USE OF FUNDS: Scholarships will be for qualified expenses: tuition and fees and course-related expenses such as books, supplies, and equipment.  

4. SELECTION PROCESS:  The Scholarship Committee of the Harford County Community Foundation will receive and review all applications.  The final selection will, in all cases, be made by the Committee and approved by the Foundation.

5. APPLICATION INFORMATION:  The committee will consider financial need, desire, academic achievement and other factors which the Foundation deems pertinent in order to provide opportunity to a wide spectrum of students. There shall be no restrictions by gender, race, color, creed, age, or disability of any applicant.  In addition to completing a Community Foundation of Harford County General Application, all applications must provide the following:
1. An essay expressing why he/she would be a worthy recipient of the CPT Maria Inez Ortiz Memorial Scholarship.  

2. Statement explaining why financial aid is needed.

3. Two letters of recommendation provided by a teacher, professor, or high school guidance counselor. Letters must reflect on the applicant's leadership, personality and character.  

6. Application and Award dates:  Individuals interested in applying for the Captain Maria Ines Ortiz Scholarship may obtain an application from the Community Foundation of Harford County (add details of when to apply, etc.).  Scholarships will be awarded (add “when” details).  All funds are sent directly to the college or university and applied directly to recipient’s qualified expenses.      
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
